The Energy Division is seeking an individual to work as an Electrical Engineer IV in its Engineering Program, which is located in Sangamon County at 527 East Capitol Avenue, Springfield, Illinois.
BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF DUTIES
This position is responsible for: researching and analyzing electric utility rate, cost, construction, reliability, metering and certification issues; preparing written expert testimony and reports to explain analyses and conclusions; presenting oral defense of expert testimony under cross-examination; and assisting in the preparation of cross-examination and legal briefs.

EDUCATION, TRAINING AND EXPERIENCE REQUIRED
This position requires a four-year degree in electrical engineering with coursework in power system analysis and design and five years of experience in electric utility transmission and distribution system planning, design, construction and operation. Superior written and oral English communications skills, extensive knowledge of the personal computer and its related software programs and applications including word processing and spreadsheets are also required. Additional experience with an electric utility or utility regulatory agency is desired, as is additional coursework or an advanced degree in business or economics.
Physical requirements: drives/rides in a state vehicle, walks, and stands for extended periods of time during site inspections, entering and exiting the vehicle frequently. These site inspections occur mainly between April and August, involve in-state travel with occasional overnight trips, and are estimated to occupy 40-50% of work hours during these months.   
This is an ICC merit compensation grade 14 position, with a maximum salary of $104,616 per year. Work hours are anticipated to be 8:30 a.m. to 5:00 p.m.
