The Bureau of Transportation is seeking two individuals to work as a Railroad Safety Specialist IIIs - Signal Option in the Railroad Safety Program. Both of these position will be headquartered at 527 East Capitol Avenue, Springfield, Illinois  62701 (Sangamon County). One position will work primarily in northern and northeastern Illinois. The other position will work primarily in north central and west central Illinois. 
BRIEF DESCRIPTION OF DUTIES:

Under general direction, inspects grade crossing signal systems to determine compliance with Federal Railroad Administration (FRA) and State of Illinois safety standards: conducts inspections of grade crossing signal systems and prepares comprehensive reports; investigates complaints of unsafe/defective grade crossing signal systems; attends and conducts grade crossing safety seminars for railroad personal and public emergency response officials; provides expert witness testimony in formal and informal hearings concerning violations, incidents, closures, and improvements to grade crossing signal facilities; prepares inspection itineraries to inspect all assigned systems; responds to incidents related to grade crossing signal systems, determines scope and severity, coordinates the emergency response with FRA and other state/local agencies, and assists authorities with clean-up; assists FRA with inspection of railroad signal and control systems, including Positive Train Control (PTC systems); and performs other duties as assigned or required.
EDUCATION, EXPERIENCE AND TRAINING REQUIRED:

Requires a bachelor of science degree in engineering or the equivalent and two years recent experience in the railroad crossing signal and train control field; experience within the railroad industry may be substituted for college on a two-year-for-one-year basis; extensive knowledge of the federal signal and train control safety regulations, Illinois Commercial Transportation Law and Illinois Commerce Commission rules; extensive knowledge of railroad crossing signal and train control inspection techniques, railroad crossing signal and train control maintenance methods and equipment; ability to collect and review data and field information in order to render preliminary findings, conclusions and recommendations both informally and at formal hearings; ability to use personal computers to create and manage computer databases and generate reports; ability to establish and maintain working relationships with fellow employees, the public, local and state authorities, railroad and FRA employees; and ability to communicate effectively in English both orally and in writing. Must complete FRA certification as a signal and train control inspector within six months of the date of hire.
This position is represented by RC-62 of AFSCME, Council 31, AFL-CIO, and the expected salary range is $5,770 to $8,873 per month.  Work hours are anticipated to be 7:00 a.m. to 5:30 p.m. three days per week and 7:00 a.m. to 3:30 pm. one day per week.
