JUDGE KI RKLAND- MONTAQUE: Okay. Thank you.
When we |ast met in April, we set a
schedul e for responding to data request. And Staff
is supposed to have its discovery propounded to
Rendered by May 4th. And Rendered had agreed to
propound its discovery to the Comm ssion by May 24
and that's the purpose of today's status hearing, to
di scuss whet her those priorities have been net.
So why don't you start, Ms. Anderson,
and |l et me know where things stand.
MS. ANDERSON: Thank you, your Honor.
Rendered Services didn't propound
requests on Staff for documents as well as
i nterrogatories. | have received those over the past
coupl e of weeks. There's a period that | was on
vacation, and | have sonme other coll eagues that I

need to work with in order to respond to these
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requests who have al so been on vacation throughout
this period.

So our progress to this point has been
m ni mal particularly with regard to the requests for
documents. There are certain requests that would
i nvolve potentially producing a significant number of
material. And because | haven't been able to have
conversations yet with all necessary people who woul d
be able to |l ocate responsive documents.

At this point it's difficult to say
how | ong production would take, but we are already
engaged in efforts to try to respond to the requests,
and | would ask for another discovery on status
30 days from now.

MR. ROTHSCHI LD: Your Honor, we received
Ms. Anderson's data requests and are in the m dst of
wor ki ng on them We're probably about hal fway done.
| have some of this stuff to show you |I've been to go
sonmet hi ng.

And | agree that we need a status on
di scovery date because | think most of the requests

we intend to respond to without any controversy or

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issue. There are a few issues that we're trying to
wor k around, and perhaps I'Il contact Ms. Anderson or
just may file our responses and have di scussions
after that point.

But the lion's share of the requests
wi Il be answered probably within 30 days.

JUDGE KI RKLAND- MONTAQUE: Okay. So you're okay
wi th another status date in 30 days?

MR. ROTHSCHI LD: Ri ght . Because | think there
will be a few | oose ends, and | don't know if
Ms. Anderson plans to have her responses to us by
30 days or just will report in as to where she
st ands.

MS. ANDERSON: Yeah, to clarify, your Honor, |
woul d suggest just the 30-day period for updating
because | do not believe it will be possible for us
to have finished production within 30 days.

JUDGE KI RKLAND- MONTAQUE: Okay.

MR. ROTHSCHI LD: | believe the requests on both
si des are somewhat vol um nous.

JUDGE KI RKLAND- MONTAQUE: | can i magi ne.

Al'l right. So 30 days takes us to the

MS. ANDERSON: That's avail able for Staff, your
Honor .

JUDGE KI RKLAND- MONTAQUE: Okay. | have a
10: 00 o' clock that day. W can either do a 9:00 or
afternoon.

MS. ANDERSON: Ei ther of those times.

MR. ROTHSCHI LD: Can we do |like 3:00 o'clock?
That way | can go home afterward.

JUDGE KI RKLAND- MONTAQUE: Let's make it 2:30.

MR. ROTHSCHI LD: 2:30 is fine.
