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The Commission’s Code Part 725, 83 Ill. Admin. Code 725.100, et seq., governs most aspects of the provision of 9-1-1 services in Illinois.  Significantly, Code Part 725 currently does not accommodate competition in 9-1-1 services provision, nor does it contemplate provisioning of so-called “Next Generation” (“NG9-1-1”) or Internet Protocol-Enabled 9-1-1 services.
  
The recent enactment of Section 13-900 of the Illinois Public Utilities Act (9-1-1 System Provider Certification) will facilitate the introduction of competition in provision of 9-1-1 services. Commission Staff believes revisions to Code Part 725 also are required to accommodate changing technologies and market conditions in 9-1-1 service provisioning in Illinois.  
By this Notice, Staff requests that all interested parties provide any specific proposed changes to Code Part 725 believed necessary to accommodate competitive provision of 9-1-1 services and introduction of NG9-1-1 service capabilities.  All such proposed changes should be submitted in legislative (“red-lined” underline and strikeout) format, clearly displaying suggested revisions to the current Code Part.  To facilitate these efforts, a copy of the current Code Part 725 (in Microsoft Word format) is attached to this Notice.    
All suggested revisions to Code Part 725 (in legislative format) should be sent to mschroll@icc.illinois.gov no later than August 10, 2009. Upon review of these submissions, Staff expects to schedule informal workshops to discuss with all interested parties proposed revisions to Code Part 725.
