| have asked that this item be pl aced
on the agenda today, because the conbination of this
docket with the Peoples' and North Shore pending
rate case presents interesting issues of timng and
subst ance.

The rate case will necessarily include
anal ysis of the financial condition and capital
structure of Peoples and North Shore, and their
parent corporation, |Integrys. However, the sane
time, Integrys, Peoples and North Shore are parties
to 14-0496, the reorganization case involving
W sconsin Energy Corporation.

If the reorgani zati on goes through,
then the evidence in the rate case concerning
Peopl es' and North Shore's financial condition will
be incorrect going forward, as it would be very
difficult to believe that a reorganization of this
sort would not be influenced, one way or another, by
the financial condition and capital structure of

W sconsi n Energy Corporation.

18
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In a perfect world, we would probably
just hold the rate case until the reorganization
case i s conmpl eted; however, the statutory deadlines
will not allow us to do that, and we al so cannot
presume that the reorganization will be approved
here and in the other states that must rule on it.

But |I'm also not confortable with
proceedi ng while knowi ng that a substantial piece of
the rate case is based on what will be a | ega
fiction if the reorganization is approved.

My suggestion, therefore, is that the
rate case must proceed, but that this issue of
changed capital circunstances is dealt with in some
ot her manner, either in the reorganization on in
some ot her proceeding before the Conm ssion.

While this may sound unusual, to me it
seens to not be different from other
reorgani zati ons, where we have inposed conditions
concerning rate freezes, refunds or the timng of
future rate cases; nor from subsequent proceedi ngs
to rate cases, where we have dealt with changed

circunst ances.

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It would be my hope that the parties
to the reorgani zati on and/or rate cases take these
i ssues into account and provide evidence in sone
proceeding that will allow the Comm ssion to take
t he i npact of the reorganization into account as we
deci de what is best for the ratepayers of Peoples
and North Shore in these matters. Of course, it
goes wi thout saying that we make no representation
about what this inmpact will be, or about the
deci sions concerning the reorganization. W sinply
don't know what that impact would be, and that is
t he point.

you were suddenly laid off fromyour job and
couldn't afford to pay for your phone bill

| mgine if you worked one or two jobs and barely
made enough to pay the rent and have to sacrifice
t el ephone service.

So, unfortunately, too many people in
the United States and in Illinois face this problem
every day and do not have even basic tel ephone
service.

In Illinois 4.2 percent of housing
units do not have any kind of telephone service and
are disconnected from friends, famly, and emergency
services. These consumers cannot even dial 9-1-1.

There's some good news though. Many
of these consumers qualify for an assistance program

called Lifeline that discount a portion of their

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tel ephone service. Lifeline provides savings to
gualified customers on basic nmonthly tel ephone
servi ces.

The FCC, the UTAC, NARUC, NASUCA, The
I11inois Governor's Office and other state and
federal agencies, cities, counties, and
organi zati ons have commtted to increasi ng awareness
about the viability of Lifeline Programs and are
comm tted to encouraging eligible citizens to sign
up for the program
