Verified Complaint Regarding Apparent Violations of 220 ILCS 5/16-115C.



	Topics of discussion include:  ALJ Gilbert stated that this complaint concerns the 2007 statute that pertains to licensure and conduct of agents, brokers and consultants (ABCs); BlueStar alleges that the three Respondents failed to comply with this law, particularly the total anticipated benefits to be paid to it by any third party over the period of the proposed customer contract; the Respondents filed a Motion to Dismiss on September 10, 2008; on November 7, 2008, ALJ Gilbert issued a Ruling partially granting and partially denying the Motion; on December 1, 2008, the Respondents filed a Petition for Interlocutory Review; in its filing, the Respondents moved to dismiss the complaint on the grounds that 1) Blue Star lacks standing to pursue the Complaint, 2) the Complaint is premature because of an ongoing Commission rulemaking concerning ABCs, and 3) the facts alleged in the Complaint are not sufficient to establish violations of the statute; the Respondents also raised new issues in the Petition that were not presented to the ALJ for review prior to coming to the Commission for review; ALJ Gilbert recommends the Petition for Interlocutory Review be denied and his ALJ Ruling be affirmed; Commissioner O’Connell-Diaz expressed concerns that the Petition for Interlocutory Review contained information not presented to the ALJ by the attorneys; she cautioned the attorneys to review the Commission’s rules of practice and have the appropriate information for the ALJ to review in the future.
Commissioner Elliott voted aye to Deny the Petition for Interlocutory Review.  Commissioner Ford seconded the Motion.  All present voted aye on the Motion.
Commissioner Ford made a Motion to Affirm the ALJ Ruling.  Commissioner Elliott seconded the Motion.  All present voted aye on the Motion.
