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 ICC Authorizes Funding Assistance for Highway-Rail Grade Separation






Up To $4.2 Million For Project In Hinsdale

The Illinois Commerce Commission voted to authorize approximately $4.2 million in assistance from the Grade Crossing Protection Fund toward the construction of a new highway-rail grade separation over the BNSF tracks in Hinsdale in DuPage County.

The project will replace the existing bridge that carries Oak Street over the railroad tracks, with construction scheduled to begin in May 2015. 

The estimated total cost of the project is $12.7 million which includes engineering, design, land acquisition, utility relocation and $8.8 million in construction costs.  The Grade Crossing Protection Fund assistance will be used to reimburse the village of Hinsdale up to $4.2 million for eligible construction costs. Other costs will be covered by the Illinois Department of Transportation and the village.
The Grade Crossing Protection Fund, which is administered by the ICC, is used to assist communities in paying for major rail safety projects and grade crossing improvement projects.

Construction of the new highway-rail grade separation is expected to be completed by  

 June of 2016.
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
