COWVMM SSI ONER del VALLE: | didn't know that
addi ng a second page would cost $3.28 million

annual 'y, but that's the figure --

JUDGE DOLAN: That was presented.

COMM SSI ONER del VALLE: -- that's been given.

JUDGE DOLAN: Yes. Yes.

COWMM SSI ONER del VALLE: And | appreciate the
fact that all the bill inserts, and this is the
first time | see a figure, allowed for collection of
$275,000 in revenue that is used to offset costs, so
that's good for the ratepayers.

JUDGE DOLAN: That's correct.

COVMM SSI ONER del VALLE: But nmy concern is that
it is inportant for people to understand their bills
and what they commtted to is including an

expl anation | guess once a year along with other
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bill inserts.

JUDGE DOLAN: That's correct.

COMM SSI ONER del VALLE: And so | know that when
| see that bill, and it's thick, it's |loaded with a
bunch of paper, additional paper, but those are the
added inserts that are put in. Sometimes it's as
many as five or six, you know, selling things,
selling products.

JUDGE DOLAN: Yes.

COWM SSI ONER del VALLE: Those get put aside and
thrown in the garbage many ti mes. | know that's

what happens in my household. W don't | ook at

t hem

So my concern is that this explanation
that is sent out annually will get |ost and buried
in that large pile of bill inserts, and | just want

t hat feedback to be conveyed, because it kind of
defeats the purpose in part of making sure that
consumers are educated about what their bill says,

and what it means, and what the breakdown of the

bill categories -- the technical categories.
JUDGE DOLAN: Well, it did say that any time a
customer contacts ConmEd they'll provide any

i nformation, even in Spanish, and also they can go
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on their website.

COMM SSI ONER del VALLE: That's true, but the
customer -- but the purpose of the original |aw was
to make sure that they saw it on a monthly basis.

JUDGE DOLAN: Yes.

COWMM SSI ONER del VALLE: This puts the
obligation -- the responsibility on the custoner,

only insert, then maybe people will pay nore
attention to it, so it's feedback that | want to
pass on.
