1. Update on proposed legislation concerning Commissioner and staff prohibitions after leaving service (Anderson)
Tim Anderson, Mary Stephenson-Schroeder and Mike Wallace went over the details of legislative proposals under discussion in the General Assembly.

2. Update on proposed legislation concerning decoupling. (Anderson)

Specific proposals in the General Assembly aimed at modifying or banning a rate “decoupling” method were discussed.

3. Closed Captioning of Streaming Audio to the Internet (Anderson)
Tim Anderson and Ken Hundrieser outlined requirements and plans for providing service for deaf and hard of hearing individuals who may want to participate in Commission meetings that are streamed over the Internet.
