	Topics of discussion included:  Commissioner O’Connell-Diaz thought the record was replete with changes from how we’ve dealt with short-term debt in the past; she felt the actual computation and inclusion of the entire amount of short-term debt is not supported by evidence; she would like more evidence in rehearing with regard to inclusion of the entire test year balance of outstanding short-term debt; if the case is appealed, our record would not be clear and convincing to a reviewing court; she would like to grant rehearing on this issue; she also said that the AG has raised issues with the make up of the Energy Efficiency Board; the Order calls for a rulemaking; her concern is the length of time spent on the rulemaking; monies that are spent with outside contractors could instead be flowing back to ratepayers; ALJ Sainsot doesn’t see the rulemaking as tremendously burdensome; Nicor and the parties want the assurance that the money is well spent, reducing overall energy consumption and achieving energy savings goals. 
Regarding short-term debt, Commissioner O’Connell-Diaz made a Motion to Grant Rehearing.  Commissioners Elliott, Ford and O’Connell-Diaz voted aye.  Commissioner Lieberman and Chairman Box voted no. 

All remaining issues on the Applications for Rehearing were denied.
