	Topics of discussion included:  Commonwealth Edison filed a Motion to Dismiss claiming the complaint was filed outside the 2-year statute of limitations; Commissioner Lieberman felt ComEd’s Motion to Dismiss should be denied because Level Field’s informal complaint was filed within statutory guidelines; Commissioner O’Connell-Diaz argued that Level Field was represented by counsel who was familiar with Commission rules; Chairman Box asked ALJ Haloulos about differences between the State law and Commission rules; ALJ Haloulos admitted the rules are a bit ambiguous between informal and formal complaints; Commission rules don’t state whether an informal or formal complaint begins the process; State law says the complaint must be filed within two years of the issue, but also doesn’t distinguish between informal and formal complaints; she said the attorney involved had filed with the Commission previously, and was aware of Commission rules and the statute of limitations for this case; Commissioner O’Connell-Diaz stated the informal process is very important, and many results are positive; however, there must be clarity of what informal process is and when the 2-year statute of limitations start; Commissioner Lieberman agreed there was too much ambiguity, and clarification would be valuable; Chief ALJ Wallace reported that the Consumer Services Division is concerned with how this will affect people who do file complaints; they need a complete interpretation of the 2-year statute; the Commission could come up with a cohesive plan on how it would like to interpret the statute of limitations; it may be helpful to send this back to hearing, and it can be determined from there. 

Commissioner Lieberman made a Motion to Deny the Order Granting Motion to Dismiss.  Commissioner Elliott seconded the Motion.  Commissioners Elliott, Lieberman and Chairman Box voted aye to Deny the Order Granting Motion to Dismiss.  Commissioners Ford and O’Connell-Diaz voted no.
