	Topics of discussion included:  ALJ Larry Jones stated that in docket #06-0179, the Commission entered an Order authorizing construction of electric transmission lines totaling 38 miles in length; the purpose of these lines is to interconnect a high voltage transmission system with a coal fire generating station being constructed near Marissa in Washington County; at the time, Ameren did not seek authorization to proceed with eminent domain due to ongoing negotiations with landowners; easements for most, but not all, of the tracts along the proposed route have been obtained through the negotiation process; Ameren now seeks an Order approving the use of eminent domain in the Circuit Court with respect to the two remaining lines; eminent domain is necessary for the Company to proceed; the affected landowners would go to the Circuit Court of jurisdiction; an inquiry will be made with appropriate compensation for the condemnation of those parcels of land necessary for this transmission line to be built.

Commissioner Elliott made a Motion to Enter the Order Granting Petition.  Commissioner O’Connell-Diaz seconded the Motion.  All present voted aye on the Motion.

	Topics of discussion included:  ALJ Eve Moran stated this complaint case alleges overbilling on account of the application of improper rates for electric services; Malibu seeks reparations going back to November, 1999; the Public Utilities Act limits claims of improper rates and charges to two years from the time the service at which the complaint is made was furnished; at this point, the question is whether the date of the informal complaint or the date of the formal complaint controls the filing action, and if Malibu’s claims are timely under the Statute; after reviewing the matter, ALJ Moran concluded the formal filing date determines the timing of this complaint; the Interim Order addresses this issue and does not go into the merits of the claims.
