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           ICC To Host Public Hearing on Aqua Illinois Water, Sewer Rates
The Illinois Commerce Commission will host a public hearing on Aqua Illinois’ proposed water and sewer rate increases at 2 p.m. Thursday, Dec. 15 in the Commission’s main hearing room, State of Illinois Office Building, 160 N. LaSalle St. Chicago.

An audio hook-up also will be available in hearing room A of the Commission’s Springfield office, 527 E. Capitol Avenue.

Aqua Illinois filed tariffs with the ICC in April seeking to raise rates in its various divisions to produce approximately $4.2 million in additional annual revenue from water customers and about $1.2 million in additional revenue from sewer customers.   The company proposed consolidation of single division water and sewer tariffs into one company rate structure.

Aqua provides service through a number of divisions throughout northern and central Illinois including Candlewick in Boone County, Elwood Greens in DeKalb County, Ivanhoe, Ravenna, Fairhaven Estates and Hawthorn Woods in Lake County, Oak Run in Knox County, University Park in Cook and Will Counties, Vermilion in Champaign and Vermilion Counties and Willowbrook in Will County.  The rate increase request does not include the Kankakee division.
A second public hearing on the rate increase proposals will be held at 7 p.m. Thursday, January 5 at the Candlewick recreation center, 13400 Highway 76, Poplar Grove.

Public comments will be accepted at both hearings, along with written statements.  A stenographer will record the comments.  Comments on the proposed rate increases in

A final decision in the case is expected by the end of February, 2012.
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
