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    ICC Chairman Charles Box Named NARUC Treasurer

Illinois Commerce Commission Chairman Charles Box has been named treasurer of the National Association of Regulatory Utility Commissioners’ Executive Committee.

He was appointed by NARUC President Marsha Smith of Idaho.  The Executive Committee consists of the Associations’ chief officers-- president, first vice president, second vice president and treasurer, representing each of the Association’s regions.  As treasurer Chairman Box will oversee the budget as well as development and implementation of financial policies and procedures.  He replaces Wendell Holland of Pennsylvania who left the committee in June. 

 
Chairman Box has served on the Executive Committee since mid-2007, representing the Mid-American Regulatory Conference (MARC) which includes Illinois, Iowa, North Dakota, South Dakota, Minnesota, Wisconsin, Michigan, Ohio, Indiana, Nebraska, Oklahoma, Kansas, Arkansas, Missouri and Texas.

He was appointed chairman of the ICC by Gov. Rod Blagojevich in January, 2006 and confirmed by the Illinois Senate.  Prior to his appointment to the ICC he served for 12 years as mayor of Rockford, from 1989 to 2001.  His service to the city of Rockford also included terms as city administrator and legal director.


Chairman Box said he is looking forward to working with the NARUC president and other commissioners on the executive committee on current and emerging regulatory issues that states must deal with.  

“It’s important that we share our insights and experiences as regulators and to make sure that our voices are heard on critical issues before Congress and federal policy makers,” he said.  “We are all dealing with challenges in energy and communication policy and markets.  I look forward to meeting those challenges and responding positively to the changes we see in our future.”
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
