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  ICC To Host Policy Meeting on Combined Heat and Power
The Illinois Commerce Commission’s Electric and Natural Gas policy committees will host a joint meeting at 1 p.m. Wednesday, July 31 in Springfield to discuss Combined Heat and Power (CHP) energy and its current and future use in Illinois.

CHP, sometimes called cogeneration, refers to the capture and re-use of the heat generated from the production of electricity.

Among the questions the panelists will discuss are opportunities for growth of CHP energy resources in Illinois, CHP role in critical infrastructures, how and whether CHP energy should be used in utility energy efficiency plans and how energy savings based on CHP should be calculated.  
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
