Illinois Commerce Commission Commissioner John T. Colgan will become the new Illinois representative to the Organization of MISO States’ Board of Directors. 
Commissioner Colgan replaces Commissioner Sherman Elliott, whose term expired this year.

The Organization of MISO States, http://www.misostates.org/  is a non-profit, regional committee that coordinates policy matters with member states that have regulatory authority over utilities, power generators and transmission companies in the regional transmission organization, Midwest Independent Transmission System Operator.   OMS activities include making recommendations to MISO, the MISO board of directors, the Federal Energy Regulatory Commission and other relevant governmental agencies.  The Organization of MISO States is headquartered in Des Moines, IA.

Commissioner Colgan was appointed to the ICC by Governor Pat Quinn November 15, 2009 to fill the vacancy left by Robert F. Lieberman. He was reappointed in January 2010 to a term expiring in 2015. 

Commissioner Colgan currently serves as a member of the National Association of Regulatory Utility Commissioners Committee on Consumer Affairs and Subcommittee on Clean Coal and Carbon Sequestration. 
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
