SUBJECT:    Tariff Revisions Required Effective April 2, 2012

On February 6, 2011 the FCC issued its “Lifeline and Linkup Reform” Order, which updated and fortified federal rules governing Lifeline services.
  Among many important revisions, this Order effectively abolished the federal Linkup program (as of April 2, 2012), except for eligible customers residing on tribal lands.         
Accordingly, all Illinois ETCs must file tariff revisions with the Chief Clerk of the Commission eliminating all references to the federal Linkup program.  The effective date of the required revised tariff page(s) should be April 2, 2012, or as close to that date as is possible. Please note that provisions regarding the Illinois Linkup support program must be retained, although these may require some minor language revisions.       
Each ETC should indicate on its tariff transmittal letter that these revised tariff page(s) are submitted in compliance with federal requirements, and therefore should become effective on a notice period of one day.
