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ICC To Examine Electricity Demand for Summer 2010


The Illinois Commerce Commission’s Electric Policy Committee will meet at 2 p.m. Tuesday, June 1 in Chicago, to discuss electricity demand forecasts and utility efforts to meet the energy needs of Illinois customers this summer.


The meeting will be in the Commission’s main hearing room, 8th floor, 160 N. LaSalle Street.


ICC Acting Chairman Manuel Flores will welcome the speakers and open the meeting with a presentation by Illinois Power Agency Director Mark Pruitt on the IPA’s recent procurement of electricity for customers of Commonwealth Edison and Ameren utilities.


ComEd President and Chief Operating Officer Anne Pramaggiore will address electricity demand along with the company’s Bill McNeil, vice president of energy acquisition, Terence Donnelly, executive vice president of operations, and Fidel Marquez, senior vice president of customer operations.  Ameren Illinois utilities will be represented by Craig Nelson, senior vice president of regulatory and financial services, Ron Pate, vice president of operations and Stan Ogden, vice president of customer service and public relations.  MidAmerican Energy Company representatives include Dean Crist, vice president of regulation and Jeff Gust, vice president of compliance and standards

Also invited are representatives of the regional transmission organizations that operate in Illinois, including Richard Mathias, former ICC chairman who now serves as a senior consultant with PJM Interconnection and Matt Swanson of the Midwest Independent System Operator (MISO) who will discuss electricity demand in the region.   
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
