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       ICC To Examine Electricity Pricing and Demand for Summer 2009


The Illinois Commerce Commission’s Electricity Policy committee will meet at 1:30 p.m. Wednesday in Chicago for a presentation by the director of the Illinois Power Agency and representatives of Illinois’ largest electric utilities on summer prices and supply adequacy.


The meeting will be held in the Commission’s main hearing room, eighth floor, Michael Bilandic Building, 160 N. LaSalle Street.


ICC Chairman Charles Box will welcome IPA Director Mark Pruitt, who recently conducted the IPA’s first electric power procurement in which he purchased electricity for ComEd and Ameren customers.  Anne Pramaggiore, president and chief operating officer of Commonwealth Edison and staff, as well as Craig Nelson, vice president of regulatory affairs and financial services for the Ameren companies will discuss the effects of the most recent procurement and adequacy of supply for the summer.


Representatives of the regional transmission organizations operating in Illinois will also attend including Richard Mathias, former ICC chairman now serving as senior consultant with PJM Interconnection and Jesse Moser, manager of regulatory studies for the Midwest Independent System Operator. They will discuss demand forecasts from a regional perspective.
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
