Energy Efficiency Rankings, Electric Vehicle Report



The Illinois Commerce Commission will host an Electric Policy Committee meeting Tuesday, March 6 to review the status of the FutureGen project, hear a national perspective on the state energy efficiency programs and receive updates on the Commission’s Plug-in Vehicle Initiative and the Electric Vehicle Advisory Council.

The meeting will begin at 1 p.m. in the Commission’s main hearing room, Suite C-800, 160 N. LaSalle Street, Chicago.

FutureGen Alliance Chief Executive Ken Humphreys and Chief Development Officer Paul Champagne will update the Commission on development of the carbon capture, coal to electric power technology.
Marty Kushler, senior fellow with the American Council for an Energy Efficient Economy will discuss Illinois’ ranking among states it its energy efficiency programs efforts.
Kate Tomford, chief sustainability policy advisor for the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity’s energy office will discuss the work of the Electric Vehicle Advisory Council and Jennifer Hinman, economic analyst in the Commission’s policy division, will outline findings in a report from the Commission’s Initiative on Plug-In Electric Vehicles.
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
