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ICC Announces Public Forums On Fire Protection Charges

The Illinois Commerce Commission announced today that it will conduct a series of three public forums across the state on fire protections charges.

The fire protection charge, a fixed charge that appears on customer water bills, should be “sufficient to cover a reasonable portion  of the cost of providing capacity, facilities and water necessary to meet fire protection needs in a community or fire protection district”, according to statute.
The General Assembly required the ICC to hold public forums in order to hear from  representatives of fire protection districts and municipalities on the purpose and use of fire protection charges. 

Public forums will begin at 7 p.m. each night on the following dates and locations:

· Thursday, September 27 in the Champaign City Council Chambers, 102 N. Neil Street, Champaign
· Monday, October 1 in Fairview Heights City Hall, 10025 Bunkum Rd., Fairview Heights
· Monday, October 15, Orland Park Civic Center, Jane Barnes Annex, 14750 Ravinia Avenue, Orland Park
The Commission will report its findings to the General Assembly no later than the last day of the veto session next year.
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
