  Transportation and Sequestration of CO 2 Plan
The Illinois Commerce Commission will host a public hearing at 7 p.m. Thursday, March 27 in Jacksonville to hear comments on FutureGen Alliance’s plans for transporting and sequestering carbon dioxide from the FutureGen 2.0 clean coal facility near Meredosia.

The public hearing will be held in the city council chambers of City Hall, 2nd floor, 200 W. Douglas, Jacksonville.

FutureGen Alliance Inc. filed its petition outlining the method of transportation and sequestration Feb. 28, 2014 (Docket No. 14-0177).    The Commission is accepting comments through the ICC website as well as at the public hearing.  
The Commission authorized construction of FutureGen Alliance Inc.’s, 28 mile-long, carbon dioxide pipeline and the route from the coal-fueled power plant in Meredosia to a geologic storage site in eastern Morgan County last month.
