   ICC To Discuss Natural Gas Supplies, Coordination 

                                        Between Gas and Electric Utilities  

The Illinois Commerce Commission will meet at 1:30 p.m. Wednesday, Oct. 22 in Springfield to review natural gas supplies and efforts of the natural gas industry, regional transmission organizations and local distribution companies to prepare for the winter of 2014-15.

The meeting will be in the Commission’s main hearing room. 527 E. Capitol, Springfield, with a video conference option in the Chicago office, 160 N. LaSalle Street.   An audio stream of the meeting is available at www.icc.illinois.gov .

 The Commission will hear presentations from Rick Smead, RBN Energy; Brendan O’Brien, American Gas Association; Mike Kormos, PJM Interconnection; Melissa Seymour, Midcontinent System Operator (MISO);  Scott Glaeser, Ameren Illinois; Shirley Holmes, Nicor Gas;  Richard Dobson,  Peoples Gas Light and Coke Company and North Shore Gas Company and Brian Wiese, MidAmerican Energy Company.  
Issues to be discussed Wednesday include what adjustments have been made in the coordination between gas and electricity markets to avoid problems experienced last winter;  how the RTOs 
plan to meet electric reliability in the coming months; the status of natural gas supplies and whether transmission pipeline operating restrictions experienced by some utilities last winter will be an issue this year.
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
