      Comments to Focus on 2007 Purchased Water Costs

The Illinois Commerce Commission will hold a public forum Thursday, July 17 in Homer Glen, in Will County, to hear public comments on an Illinois-American Water Company case on purchased water cost reconciliations for 2007.


The meeting will begin at 7 p.m. at Hadley Middle School, 15731 Bell Road, Homer Glen.


A reconciliation case, which is conducted annually, after all costs for purchased water are accounted for, allows for review of those purchased costs and the collection of rates to pay for the services to determine if there were overcharges or under-recovery of costs in 2007.

Oral or written comments will be accepted at the hearing.  A stenographer will make a record of all comments for Commission review.
