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ICC ANNOUNCES JONATHAN FEIPEL AS NEW EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR

He holds a M.A. in Economics from Illinois State University, a B.A. in International Relations, Modern Languages and Theatre Arts from Beloit College and a Diplome des Etudes Francaises from L’Universite de Haute Bretagne, in Rennes, France.

He and his wife Sheila live in Springfield.
