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ICC Issues Citation Order to Keokuk Junction Railway in Good Hope

RR has failed to maintain grade crossing in McDonough County
The Illinois Commerce Commission (ICC) today issued a Citation against the Keokuk Junction Railway (KJRY) for failure to repair a dangerous condition at the U.S. 67 highway-rail grade crossing of its track in Good Hope, McDonough County. 

Following complaints from the public, local governmental officials and state representatives, the ICC rail safety staff inspected the crossing and found that existing conditions at the crossing do not meet the minimum requirements set forth in state statute (92 Ill. Adm. Code 1535.203).

According to ICC rail safety staff reports, “the existing concrete panel surface has failed creating a dangerous condition to highway users.”
The citation issued by the ICC now requires “KJRY to appear at a hearing to be held at the Commission’s offices, Leland Building, 527 East Capitol Avenue, Springfield, Illinois, on November 17, 2010, at 10:00 a.m. to show cause, if any there be, why an Order should not be issued requiring the KJRY to make the appropriate repairs to the crossing surface…”

The railroad also will be, “required and directed to prepare a schedule specifying how and when KJRY will make repairs to the subject crossing surface to be presented at said hearing, and also develop and submit a plan showing how the railroad will respond to future Commission Staff grade crossing complaint letters in a more expedient manner.”
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
