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           ICC Commissioner Ann McCabe Assumes New Leadership Role                    


                   in Several Regional Regulatory  Boards




Commissioner Ann McCabe became Secretary of the Mid-America Regulatory Conference (MARC) board effective June 18.  MARC represents 14 public utility commissions from Minnesota to Arkansas and primarily focuses on regulatory policies affecting Midwest states.

In May, Commissioner McCabe was elected Vice President of the Organization of PJM States, Inc. (OPSI) board, which works with the PJM regional transmission organization.  She was also elected Chair of ISAC (Independent State Agencies Committee), whose state regulatory and other agency members advise PJM on transmission planning.
Commissioner McCabe was appointed to the Illinois Commerce Commission (ICC) on March 16, 2012.  She is a member of the National Association of Regulatory Utility Commissioners (NARUC) Electricity Committee and Critical Infrastructure Committee.  Her interests include the regional power markets, retail choice, cyber security and water issues.

Prior to joining the ICC, Commissioner McCabe spent more than 25 years in the private and public sectors working on energy and environmental issues.  Most recently, as a consultant, she did policy analysis, advocacy, and outreach for trade associations, corporations, and environmental non-profits.  She also managed environmental and fuels regulatory issues at BP and Amoco for ten years.  In her prior state government experience, she served as an associate director in the State of Illinois' Washington, DC office, a commissioner’s assistant at the Illinois Commerce Commission, and a state budget analyst.  

Commissioner McCabe holds an M.A. in public policy from the University of Chicago and a B.A. in political science from Williams College.
