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ICC Order Approves New Rates for Mt. Carmel Gas, Electric 
The Illinois Commerce Commission issued an order today approving a general increase in electric and natural gas rates for Mt. Carmel Public Utility in Wabash County.

The ICC approved approximately $2.6 million in additional annual electric revenue or about a 28 percent increase over current revenue.  The company had requested approximately $2.9 million in new revenue. 

On the natural gas operations side of the business, the ICC approved an increase in revenue of $599,518 or 14.5 percent over current revenue.  Mt. Carmel had requested an increase of more than $756,624.
This was the first Commission approved rate increase for the company, which provides electric service to more than 7,000 customers and natural gas service to 3,600 customers, since its last case in 1997.

New rates must be filed with the ICC clerk within 10 business days.  ICC staff will then review the new rates for compliance with the ICC order.  The new rates may be reflected in customer’s bills by the end of the month.
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
