	Staff note:  Estimated ACP Rates are expected to be available by late spring 2011, and Actual ACP Rates will be established by July 1, 2012.  Actual ACP Rates will be equal to actual expenditures by the utilities on renewable energy certificates divided by the forecasted load of eligible retail customers at the customer meter.
