In accordance with Public Act 96-0033, the Illinois Commerce Commission will convene a workshop process during which interested participants may discuss issues related to on-bill financing programs available to eligible customers of Illinois' electric and natural gas utilities serving more than 100,000 customers.  As stated in new Sections 16-111.7 and 19-140 respectively of the Illinois Public Utilities Act: 

The Illinois General Assembly finds that Illinois homes and businesses have the potential to save energy through conservation and cost-effective energy efficiency measures.  Programs created pursuant to this Section [Sections 16-111.7 and 19-140] will allow utility customers to purchase cost-effective energy efficiency measures with no required initial upfront payment, and to pay the cost of those products and services over time on their utility bill. 220 ILCS 5/16-111.7 and 5/19-140,
