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ICC To Discuss Impact of Electric Vehicles on Illinois Electric Grid

The Illinois Commerce Commission will host a policy meeting on issues related to its Plug-in Electric Vehicle Initiative Wednesday, March 9, 2011.

The meeting will begin at 1:30 p.m. in the ICC’s main hearing room on the eighth floor of the Bilandic Building, 160 N. LaSalle Street, Chicago.


Last fall the ICC initiated a Plug-in Electric Vehicle Initiative and invited utilities to assess the impact of the initial deployment of Plug-in Vehicles on the electric grid, and invited stakeholders to comment on those assessments. Building off this initial input, the Initiative intends to: determine what regulatory considerations or statewide policies may be needed  to accommodate PEVs;  evaluate the interest of auto manufacturers for PEVs in the Illinois market and develop information to educate consumers on PEVs and the electrical support system key to recharging vehicles.


Participants in the March 9 Policy Meeting will take part in panel discussions focused on these key issues, as well as the next steps the ICC should consider as PEVs are introduced to the Illinois market.
