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ICC Initiates Proceeding Against Peoples Energy for Violations of Safety Standards
The Illinois Commerce Commission (ICC) has opened a citation proceeding to investigate possible violations of federal pipeline safety rules regarding Peoples Energy’s testing of its system.

At issue is whether Peoples failed to meet the requirement to take reasonable precautions to protect its employees and the general public while conducting a pressure test of its system.
On March 3, 2010, a Peoples crew arrived at 358 West Jackson Boulevard in Chicago and began the process of pressure testing a 20” diameter steel main that had been taken out of service for uprating from low pressure to medium pressure.  One Peoples employee was killed and another injured during the pressure test.

The citation proceeding also will determine whether civil penalties should be assessed as allowed by Section 7 of the Illinois Gas Pipeline Safety Act (220 ILCS20/7).
