Position Available

The Safety and Reliability Division is seeking up to two individuals to work as Pipeline Safety Analyst IIs in its Pipeline Safety Program which is located in Sangamon County at 527 East Capitol Avenue, Springfield, Illinois. 

Brief Description of Duties:

Plans, schedules conducts comprehensive inspections of natural gas systems to assure compliance with the Minimum Federal Safety Standards as contained in CFR 49, Part 191, 192, 193, and 199; and all safety rules and regulations adopted by the Commission, preparing detailed reports of all inspection activities. Reviews natural gas system operators' plans, procedures and programs as required by CFR 49 Part 191, 192, 193, and 199;  investigates and prepares reports on incidents involving natural gas; participates in and conducts training programs for natural gas system operators; provides expert witness testimony on gas pipeline safety issues and enforcement issues; keeps current on pipeline safety and natural gas industry issues; attends all federal pipeline safety training courses; and performs other duties, research, or special projects, as required or assigned. 
Training and Experience Required:

Requires a bachelor’s degree in engineering, engineering technology, or industrial engineering and at least three years of natural gas pipeline enforcement experience. Five years of natural gas pipeline operations experience may be substituted for the degree requirement. Also requires completion of all applicable Federal Transportation Safety Institute training, superior oral and written English communication skills, analytical skills, extensive knowledge of the personal computer and its related software programs and applications, and working knowledge of natural gas pipeline operations.  

Physical requirements: walks, stands, or sits for extended periods of time during site inspections; bends or stoops repeatedly; lifts, carries, and operates light equipment (less than 20 pounds) for extended periods of time and while mobile; reviews records and performs visual inspections requiring ability to distinguish colors; and communicates about detailed and technical matters orally in environments with significant amounts of background noise. Frequently subject to outside weather and environmental conditions. Extensive travel throughout the State of Illinois using State vehicle.

The Pipeline Safety Analyst II is represented by AFSCME and is an RC 63, grade 20 position with an expected monthly salary range of $4,873 to $7,392. The position will report directly to the Manager, Pipeline Safety Program. Pipeline Safety Analyst IIs work 75 hours over a two week period, though the precise schedule varies.
