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       ICC Approves New Rates for Powers Water


        Second Rate Increase in Company History
The Illinois Commerce Commission today approved new water rates for Powers Water Company, Inc., which serves 67 residential customers in The Landings Subdivision, southeast of the Village of Huntley in Kane County.

Powers initially proposed increasing rates in order to generate approximately $102,135 annually, almost 190 percent over current revenue of $35,226.  The new rates will generate approximately an additional $4,363 per year, or $39,589, an increase of about 12.39 percent.

The average monthly bill for water for a residential customer of Powers Water is expected to increase about 36.5 percent.  For example, a customer paying $36.07 a month now for water, could see his bill increase to about $49.23 a month.

The new rates are expected to be reflected in bills issued next month.

Powers last water rate increase was in 1984.  Today’s action is only the second water rate increase since the company became a water utility in 1973.
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
