ComEd “Price to Compare” Declines

The Illinois Commerce Commission has posted updated “Price to Compare” information for residential electric customers on its consumer education website PluginIllinois.org. 

The Price to Compare reflects the newest electric supply and transmission service charges effective for ComEd and Ameren Illinois as of June 1, 2011. Electricity was purchased in the Illinois Power Agency’s spring procurement for delivery beginning June 1. 

ComEd’s Price to Compare, effective June 2011 through September 2011, is 7.92 cents per kWh, which is less than the summer 2010 price of 8.57 cents per kWh.  Ameren Illinois is divided into three distinct service territories in central and southern Illinois and the price, effective June 2011 through September 2011, varies in each territory. The Ameren Rate Zone I Price to Compare is 5.67 cents per kWh; the Ameren Rate Zone II Price to Compare is 5.64 cents per kWh; and the Ameren Rate Zone III Price to Compare is 5.65 cents per kWh.
The electric supply charge is the price per kWh paid for the amount of electricity used in a home. The price of electric supply is determined by the supplier a customer chooses, whether it is a Retail Electric Supplier or the electric utility.

The PluginIllinois.org website provides residential customers with information on the various components of their ComEd or Ameren bill and explains which components to consider when comparing it to an offer from a competitive supplier.  Customers on a designated space heating rate should pay special attention because they are unlikely to save money by switching to a supplier.  

A list of certified electricity suppliers, separated for customer class and utility service territory, can also be found on the website.  A listing of all available competitive offers for residential customers is being developed and will be available on PluginIllinois.org in the near future.

The ICC encourages customers to review the terms and conditions of any offer, including any potential early termination fees, before agreeing to switch to a new supplier. When you select an alternative supplier of electricity, there will be no disruption in your service and no technician will come to your home.  Ameren and ComEd continue to be responsible for the safe and reliable delivery of electricity to your home.  The utilities do not make a profit on the electric supply and therefore have no incentive to treat customers of competitive suppliers differently from their own customers.

The ICC’s website also provides contact information for customers who have additional questions or want to file a complaint against a supplier.
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
