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ICC Posts New Electricity Prices for ComEd, Ameren Illinois


The Illinois Commerce Commission has posted updated “Price to Compare” information for ComEd and Ameren Illinois residential customers at its consumer education website PluginIllinois.org.  With retail electric suppliers marketing to customers in the Ameren Illinois and ComEd service territories, it is important for customers to compare competing offers against the utility “Price to Compare”.


The updated Price to Compare reflects the “Non-Summer” electric supply and transmission services charges effective for Ameren Illinois and ComEd October 1, 2011 through May 31, 2012 as a result of the Illinois Power Agency’s most recent procurement event.   

 
ComEd’s Price to Compare is 7.733 cents per kWh, which is less than the summer 2011 price of 7.921cents per kWh.

  Ameren Illinois is divided into three distinct service territories in central and southern Illinois and the price, effective October 2011 through May 2012, varies by territory, usage and rate classification.  The chart below describes prices per zone and by the amount of electricity used.

The website also provides residential customers with information about the various components of their Ameren Illinois or ComEd bill and explains which of those components to take into account when comparing it to an offer from a supplier.  Special attention is required for customers on a designated space heating rate because these customers are unlikely to save money by switching to a supplier.  
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
