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ICC Encourages Illinois Consumers to Conserve Water 






             During Shower Better Month

The Illinois Commerce Commission today joined with the National Association of Utility Regulatory Commissioners to promote Shower Better month, a U.S. Environmental Protection Agency WaterSense initiative encouraging consumers to save energy, water, and money by showering better.
Commissioner Sherina Maye noted that water conservation is an issue of growing importance around the country, especially given the connection between energy and water—it takes energy to pump, heat, treat, and deliver the water we use every day. Consumers can do their part by becoming more water efficient.  One of the easiest ways to conserve water is to install new showerheads carrying the WaterSense label, which will reduce water waste, help the environment, and save consumers’ money.

The EPA estimates converting inefficient showerheads to WaterSense showerheads can help save the average family 2,900 gallons of water each year, conserve enough energy to power a home for 13 days, and reduce the average family water and energy costs by $70 per year.  The Commerce Commission encourages consumers to consider this and other water conservation measures during the month of October and beyond.
