          ICC To Meet May 14 To Review Utility, Transmission Plans
                        To Ensure Adequate Future Electricity, Gas Supply 

The Illinois Commerce Commission will hold a joint Electric and Gas Policy video conference meeting at 10 a.m. Wednesday, May 14 in Springfield and Chicago to hear from utilities, energy generators and transmission organizations about plans to meet summer energy demands.

The meeting will be held simultaneously in Springfield Hearing Room A, 527 E. Capitol Avenue, and the Main Hearing Room in Chicago at 160 N. LaSalle Street, Suite C-800. 

Speakers include Terence R. Donnelly, vice president and chief operating officer; and Cheryl M. Meltich, vice president, distribution system operations, at ComEd; Barry Campbell, vice president of energy supply management; Joe Moore, vice president of energy delivery; and Brian Wiese, director of gas portfolio planning and trading at MidAmerican Energy Company; Jack Voiles, senior director of regulatory affairs, Maureen Borkowski, senior vice president, Ameren transmission services; Ron Pate, senior vice president, operations and technical services; and Stan Ogden, vice president, customer service and metering operations at Ameren Illinois.

Issues to be discussed include what the utilities consider to be significant threats to the electrical grid during the summer months and their plan to address them; how new infrastructure investment and upgrades under terms of the Energy Infrastructure and Modernization Act have helped the companies to improve service and meet summer energy demand; and what challenges do the regional transmission organizations face this summer and how will they ensure electric reliability.

In addition the Commission will look at natural gas demand and supply after a record-setting cold winter.  The Commission will ask natural gas utilities and suppliers what actions they are taking to assure adequate supply of gas is available in the coming months; what pipeline transmission issues did utilities experience in the winter of 2013-2014 and could that be an issue next winter; and as demand for gas to generate energy grows, are utilities having trouble maintaining adequate inventory levels.  
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
