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ICC To Discuss Taylorville Energy Center August 30 in Chicago

The Illinois Commerce Commission will hold a special open meeting at 10:30 a.m., Monday August 30 in Chicago to review its facility cost report analysis of the Taylorville Energy Center project.

The meeting will be held in the Commission’s main hearing room, eighth floor, Michael Bilandic Building, 160 N. LaSalle Street.

The Taylorville Energy Center as proposed would be a commercial-scale, coal-fueled plant that converts Illinois coal into pipeline quality substitute natural gas (SNG) which would be burned efficiently to produce electricity.  The ICC is required to analyze a facility cost report submitted by the Tenaska partners and to submit a report to the General Assembly setting forth the results of its analysis.  Boston Pacific Company and subcontractor MPR Associates are assisting in the preparation of the analysis and report to the General Assembly. 

The Commission must submit its report to the General Assembly by Sept. 2.
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
