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          ICC Cuts Apple Canyon, Lake Wildwood Revenue Requests



         Approves New Water Rates 


The Illinois Commerce Commission today approved new water rates for Apple Canyon Utility Company and Lake Wildwood Utilities, after cutting approximately $185,000 from the Apple Canyon request for $367,663 in additional revenue and $163,000 from Lake Wildwood’s request for $273,589 in additional  revenue.


Reductions and adjustments to the company proposals were made in the areas of utility plant in service, accumulated depreciation, operations and maintenance, deferred charges and working capital.

The Commission unanimously approved an increase in annual revenue of $182,741 for Apple Canyon and $110,294 for Lake Wildwood.   The average increase for an Apple Canyon customer with a 5/8” meter, using approximately 2,000 gallons of water is estimated to be about $15.29 a month.


The average increase for a Lake Wildwood household with a 5/8” meter, using approximately 2,245 gallons is estimated be approximately $19.05 a month. 


Apple Canyon Utility and Lake Wildwood Utilities are subsidiaries of Utilities, Inc.  Apple Canyon provides water service to approximately 890 active water customers and water availability to 1,800 customers in JoDaviess County.  Lake Wildwood provides water service to approximately 460 customers and water availability to approximately 950 customers in Marshall County.  Apple Canyon’s last rate case was in 2004.  Lake Wildwood’s last rate case concluded in 2002.

The Commission’s review of the Apple Canyon and Lake Wildwood rate proposals took about 11 months.   A public hearing was held Feb. 24 in the Lake Wildwood service area and another hearing was held March 2 for Apple Canyon residents.   An evidentiary hearing was held May 18 and the Commission heard oral argument from parties in the case on September 2. 

New water rates are expected to take effect for customers of Apple Canyon and Lake Wildwood within the next two weeks.  Each company will submit its revised tariffs for ICC review before bills are sent out.
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
