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		ICC ANNOUNCES NEW EXECUTIVE DIRECTOR








	The Illinois Commerce Commission announced today the appointment of Scott Wiseman as executive director of the Commission.


	Wiseman, 36, of Chatham, has served as the chief of staff of the Illinois Department of Revenue since 1999.   He will assume his new position in mid-June.


ICC Chairman Richard Mathias said today that Wiseman brings excellent credentials to the job, including strong management skills with a focus on planning, operational strategy and legislative issues.


	“I am sure that Scott’s management skills in dealing with people and issues will serve the Commission well in meeting the rapidly changing circumstances and expectations of the regulatory arena,” Mathias said.    


As executive director of the ICC Wiseman will oversee a staff of nearly 340 in offices in Springfield, Des Plaines and Chicago, and a budget of approximately $43 million.  The ICC is responsible for regulatory oversight of investor owned utilities, including telecommunications, electricity, water and gas companies, as well as transportation issues related to trucking insurance certification, household goods moving and railroad safety.    


	During his tenure at the Illinois Department of Revenue, Wiseman managed the operations of the department and a staff of approximately 2,500.  He served as deputy director in the Secretary of State’s office from 1995 to 1999. Prior to 1995 Wiseman served as executive assistant to Secretary of State George Ryan.


	Wiseman also worked as a legislative aide to the Lieutenant Governor from 1989 to 1991 and was an appropriations analyst for the Illinois House of Representatives from 1988-1989.


	Wiseman graduated with honors from Western Illinois University in 1987.


He is a member of the Western Illinois University alumni council and the Friends of the Chatham Library, as well as the Illinois Farm Bureau.


	He will succeed Charles Fisher, who has served as executive director since June 1995.   Mathias noted that Fisher has served the Commission longer than any previous executive director.  “His energy and devotion to the job have been invaluable during a time of dramatic change and growth.  He will be missed.” Mathias said.
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
