STIPULATED AGREEMENT NO. 1103
This agreement made and entered into, by and between the State of lllinois acting by and
through the lllinois Commerce Commission ("COMMISSION"), the Union Pacific Railroad
Company ("COMPANY"), Jonathan Creek Township Road District of Moultrie Cotnty
("JOHNATHAN CREEK TOWNSHIP"), Lowe Township Road District of Moulirie County
(‘LOWE TOWNSHIP), the County of Moultrie ("COUNTY"), and the State of lllinois,
Department of Transportation ("DEPARTMENT").

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Commission through informal
correspondence that inquiry should be made into the matter of improving public safety at
the Township Road (“TR”) 39 highway-rail grade crossing of the Company's track located
near the City of Arthur, Moultrie County, lllinois, designated as crossing AAR/DOT167
044N, milepost 167.00 CC; and

WHEREAS, the physical aspects, inciuding geometrics of the intersection, train
movements, vehicular traffic volume, and other pertinent data relating to the crossing have
been obtained and shown on Exhibit A, attached to the Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the parties are mutually agreeable to accomplish the proposed improvements
upon a determination of the COMMISSION by Order.

NOW, THEREFORE in consideration of the premises and of the mutual covenants and
agreements as hereinafter contained the parties pray that the Commission enter an Order
according to the provisions of Section 18¢-7401 of the lllinocis Commercial Transportation
Law requiring that certain improvements as hereinafter stated be made and that the cost
for the proposed improvements be divided among the parties according to law; To Wit the
parties agree as follows:

Section 1 All improvements encompassed by this Agreement shall be made in
accordance with all applicable State laws, rules, standards, regulations and Orders and
procedures in general.

Section 2 The parties are of the opinion that the proper improvements in the
interest of public safety at the aforesaid crossing should be:

(a) Installation of automatic flashing light signals and gates controlled by
constant warning time circuitry and two new circuitry cabinets, one for the
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warning devices and one for the train control signals located at the crossing.

(b) Installation of a new 45-foot crossing surface necessitated by the
reconstruction of TR 39 as set forth in Section 2(c).

{c) Reconstruction of the TR 39 roadway, including the area of the crossing,
from a 13-foot roadway surface to a 22-foot surface to meet the grade
requirements of 92 lllinois Administrative Code 1535.204.

(d) Installation of Advance Warning signs on the north highway approach to the
crossing by LOWE TOWNSHIP, and on the south highway approach to the
crossing by JONATHAN CREEK TOWNSHIP.

Section 3 The COMPANY, COUNTY, and staff of the COMMISSION have
prepared preliminary estimates of cost to accomplish the proposed improvements, which
they may be required to perform. Said estimates are attached as Exhibits B-1, B-2, and C.
The COMPANY and COUNTY shall upon Order, according to the requirements contained
therein, prepare detailed drawings, detailed circuit plans, estimates of cost and any
required specifications for the proposed improvements for the approval of the
COMMISSION and DEPARTMENT.

Section 4 The COMPANY and the COUNTY shall upon Order, according to the
requirements contained therein, proceed toward the completion of the proposed
improvements, accomplishing the work with their own forces or appropriate contracted
services and agree that an appropriate time for the submission of plans shouid be one
hundred twenty (120) days and for the completion of the proposed improvements should
be twelve (12) months, from the date of COMMISSION Order subsequent to this
Agreement.

Section 5 The parties hereto agree that an equitable division of cost for the
proposed improvements should be:

(a) The cost for the improvements listed in Section 2(a) is estimated to be
$267,291. The Grade Crossing Protection Fund should pay 95% of the
actual instaliation cost, not to exceed $253,926. The COMPANY should pay
all remaining installation costs, as well as all future operating and
maintenance costs. (See Exhibit B-1)

(b}  The cost for the improvements as listed in Section 2(b) is estimated to be
$63,746. The Company should pay 50% of the crossing surface installation
cost, not to exceed $31,873. JONATHAN CREEK TOWNSHIP and LOWE
TOWNSHIP should each pay an equal amount of the remaining installation
cost. The COMPANY should pay all future maintenance costs for the new
crossing surface. (See Exhibit B-2)



(¢)  The cost for the roadway reconstruction, including the highway approach
work on TR 39, is estimated to be $92,000. JONATHAN CREEK
TOWNSHIP and LOWE TOWNSHIP should each pay an equal amount of
the actual cost of the roadway project. (See Exhibit C)

(d) The cost to install and maintain the Advance Warning sigh on the north
highway approach to the TR 39 crossing shall be paid 100% by
JONATHAN CREEK TOWNSHIP, and the cost to install and maintain the
Advance Warning sign on the south highway approach to the TR 39
crossing shall be paid 100% by LOWE TOWNSHIP.

8 All costs of future maintenance of the roadway approaches to the crossing shall be
divided between LOWE TOWNSHIP and JONATHAN CREEK TOWNSHIP based
upon their jurisdictional boundaries.

Section 8

Special Provisions: Since the warning device improvement at the
subject crossing will be performed by railroad crews, flagging or contractor liability
insurance will not be required for said work.
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The COUNTY shall be the lead agency for both LOWE TOWNSHIP and
JONATHAN CREEK TOWNSHIP, and will be responsible for all required documents and
payments pertaining to the roadway portion of the project and all paper work required by
the Commission.

The COMPANY shall, at six (6) month intervals from the date of COMMISSION
Order subsequent to this Agreement, submit to the Director of Processing and information,
Transportation Bureau of the COMMISSION, a written report stating the progress it has
made toward completion of the work herein required. Each progress report shall include
the COMMISSION Order number, the Order date, the project completion date as noted in
the Order, crossing information (inventory number and railroad milepost), type of
improvement, and the name, title, mailing address, phone number, facsimile number, and
electronic mailing address of COMPANY employee responsible for management of the
project.

All bills for expenditures authorized reimbursed from the Grade Crossing Protection
Fund shall be submitted to the Fiscal Control Unit of the lllinois Department of
Transportation's Bureau of Local Roads and Streets, llinois Department of Transportation,
Central Bureau of Local Roads and Streets, Room 205, 2300 South Dirksen Parkway,
Springfield, lllinois 62764. The DEPARTMENT shall send a copy of all bills to the Director
of Processing and Information, Transportation Division of the Commission. The final bilf for
expenditures from each party shall be clearly marked “Final Bill".  All bills shall be
submitted no later than twenty-four (24) months from the date of COMMISSION Order
subsequent to this Agreement. The DEPARTMENT shall, at the end of the 24" month
from the COMMISSION Order date, de-obiigate all residual funds accountable for
installation cost for this project.

Section 7 This Agreement shall be binding upon the parties hereto, their
successors or assigns. Upon execution of this Agreement by all parties, the Commission
shall enter an appropriate Order, within 60 days accepting or rejecting such stipulation
according to the provisions contained herein.

COMMENTS: A new Amish school is being constructed near the subject crossing. TR 39
will be used for access to the new school. To accommodate the increase in traffic, the
County, agent to Jonathon Creek and Lowe Townships, will widen TR 39 to a 22-foot
roadway surface. The new roadway approaches will be constructed in compliance with
Commission regulations. The new surface will necessitate the widening of the crossing
surface from 26-feet to a minimum 45-foot surface. Due to the poor condition of the existing
crossing surface, the Company will be responsible for 50% of the cost of the new surface
and the Township’s both 25% of the cost. This is not the Commission’s standard cost
division in such cases, but in order to expedite the crossing surface installation, the
Townships have each agreed to pay 25% of the cost.

This crossing meets the minimum requirements for the installation of automatic flashing light
signals and gates since the product of the average daily traffic and the number of daily train
traffic exceeds 3,000,
