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ARTICLES OF INCORPORATION 
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CONSUMERS ORGANIZED FOR RELIABLE ELECTRICITY, INC. a 

The undersigned incorporator, in order to form a not-for-profit corporation for the 
purposes stated herein, under and pursuant to the provisions of the General Not For Profit 
Corporation Act of 1986 (805 ILCS 105/) of the State of Illinois ('the "Act"), does hereby 
certify: 

ARTICLE 1. The name of the corporation is Consumers Organized for 
Reliable Electricity, Inc., hereinafter referred to as the "Corporation." 

ARTICLE 2. The name of the registered agent of the Corporation is Randi 
Valerious, Esq. The street and number of the registered office of the Corporation is 

77 West Wacker Drive, Suite 2500, located in the City of Chicago, in 
the County of Cook, in the State of Illinois. r k ~ u /  

ARTICLE 3. The Corporation shall not have any capital stock, and the terms of 
membership shall be such as are stated in the By-Laws of the Corporation. This Corporation 
shall be a not-for-profit corporation.

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ARTICLE 4. The Corporation is a non-profit corporation organized and operated 
exclusively for the purpose of promoting the common economic interest in reliable sources of 
electricity of consumers and businesses in and around Illinois, and thereby fostering commerce 
within the meaning of Section 501 (c)(6) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986 (or the 
corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law) as such may be 
amended from time to time (the "Code"). The purposes for which the Corporation is formed 
include: (a) to promote, foster and advance in every lawll  manner the common interests and 
goals of the members of the Illinois community of users of electricity, including the promotion 
and development of new technologies and service improvements in a competitive environment; 
(b) to encourage, increase and promote a strong .and reliable infrastructure among the producers 
of electrical energy, together with affiliated activities and industries (collectively, the "electric 
industry"); (c) to facilitate the development of open energy markets in Illinois; (d) to encourage, 
increase and further the interests of its members and to promote their general welfare; (e) to 
encourage the exchange of ideas and cooperation among its members; ( f )  to acquaint and inform 
the public as to its objectives and to stimulate public opinion in furtherance of these purposes; (g) 
to hold, conduct and organize meetings, discussions, conferences and fonuns on current issues, 
trends and developments; (h) to acquire, assemble, preserve and disseminate valuable 
information helpll or essential for the delivery of electrical power to consumers of electricity on 
a cost-effective basis in Illinois, (i) to aid, assist, cooperate and otherwise engage in concerted 
action with relevant private and governmental agencies, organizations and institutions on all 
issues and matters affecting the improved delivery of electrical power in Illinois; (j) to solicit, 
collect and otherwise raise money for the foregoing purposes and to expend, contribute, disburse 
and otherwise handle and dispose of the same for such purposes, either directly or by 
contributions to other agencies, organizations or institutions organized for the same or similar 
purposes; (k) to assist in harmonizing and making more efficient the work of organizations with 
similar purposes, by cooperating with and assisting such organizations; and (I) to do any and all 
other things necessary or proper in connection with or incidental to any of the foregoing. 

The Corporation is not a Condominium Association as established under the 
Condominium Property Act, nor a cooperative housing corporation defined in Section 216 of the 
Code, nor a Homeowner Association which administers a common interest community as 
defined in subsection (c) of Section 9-102 of the Code of Civil Procedure. 

ARTICLE 5. The Corporation shall not have any capital stock, and the terms of 
membership shall be such as are stated in the By-Laws of the Corporation. This Corporation 
shall be a not-for-profit corporation. 

ARTICLE 6. No part of the net earnings of the Corporation shall inure to the 
benefit of, or be distributable to, its members, directors, officers, or other private persons, except 
that the Corporation shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for 
services actually rendered and to make payments and distributions in Wherance of the purposes 
set forth in ARTICLE 4 hereof. The Corporation may engage in lobbying subject to the 
provisions of Sections 527 and 6033(e) of the Code, or otherwise attempt to influence legislation, 
and the Corporation may participate in, or intervene in (including the publishing or distributing 
of statements) any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office to the extent 
permitted to be carried on by a corporation exempt from Federal Income Tax under Section 
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501 (c)(6) of the Code. Notwithstanding any other provision of these Articles, the Corporation 
shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on by (a) a not-for-profit 
corporation organized under the Act, or (b) by a corporation exempt fiom Federal Income Tax 
under Section 501(c)(6) of the Code. Upon the dissolution of the Corporation, the Board of 
Directors shall, after paying or making provision for the payment of all the liabilities of the 
Corporation, dispose of all the assets of the Corporation in such manner, not inconsistent with 
the Act or any other provisions of the laws of the State of Illinois, that is permissible for a 
corporation exempt from Federal Income Tax under Section 501(c)(6) of the Code. 

ARTICLE 7. Nothing in this certificate shall empower the Corporation to 
perform or engage in any act or practice prohibited by the anti-monopoly statute(s) of any state 
in which it conducts its affairs. 

ARTICLE 8. The Corporation reserves the right to amend, alter, change or 
repeal any provision contained in these Articles of Incorporation, in the manner now or hereafter 
prescribed by the Act, and all rights conferred upon members herein are granted subject to this 
reservation. 

ARTICLE 9. No director of the Corporation shall be liable to the Corporation 
for monetary damages for breach of fiduciary duty as a director, except for liability (i) for any 
breach of the director's duty of loyalty to the Corporation, (ii) for acts or omissions not in good 
faith or which involve intentional misconduct or a knowing violation of law, (iii) under the Act, 
or (iv) for any transaction from which the director derived an improper personal benefit. 

I, THE UNDERSIGNED, being the sole incorporator hereinbefore named, do 
make this Certificate hereby declaring and certify that the facts stated herein are true, and 
accordingly have hereunto set my hand this of September, 2005. 
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
