Request: 
 
The Federal Communications Commission Order on Remand in WC Docket No. 04-313 
and CC Docket No. 01-338, released February 4, 2005 (“TRRO Order”) refers, at 
footnote 304, to a “SBC Dec. 7, 2004 Wire Center Data Ex Parte Letter.”  Please indicate 
how, with respect to the communications that were the subject of this Ex Parte Letter, the 
following UNE-L loops types were reported to the FCC by SBC: 
 

(a)  2-wire analog/voice grade loops 

(b)  2-wire digital (ISDN BRI) loops 

(c)  DS1 loops 

(d)  DS3 loops 

For example, were these UNE-L loops reported as individual circuits irrespective of 
capacity or were they counted as 64-kbps equivalents? 
 
Response: 
 
Each UNE-L contained in the AT&T December 7, 2004 ex parte letter to the FCC  was 
counted as a single business line regardless of loop type.  AT&T did not, at that time, 
perform any calculation to determine digital equivalency.  After AT&T saw the TRRO 
following its release date on February 4, 2005, AT&T brought this to the attention of the 
FCC in its ex parte letter dated February 18, 2005, to Mr. Jeffrey J. Carlisle, Chief, FCC 
Wireline Competition Bureau from Mr. James C. Smith of AT&T at 1, fn. 2.   
 
Although AT&T Illinois informed the FCC prior to the effective date of the TRRO that its 
initial submission did not determine digital equivalency for UNE-L, the FCC did not 
change its business line thresholds prior to the effective date of the TRRO rules of March 
11, 2005.   The FCC has not subsequently required AT&T Illinois to adjust its data to 
change the digital equivalency factor.  In addition, the CLECs petitioned the FCC to 
reconsider its digital equivalency rule a full year ago,1 but the FCC has chosen not to act 
on that petition and has kept the current requirement in place.  Under the current 
requirement, as set forth in the FCC’s business line definition at 47 C.F.R Section 51.1, 
digital access lines are calculated by “counting each 64 kbps-equivalent as one line.  For

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example, a DS1 line corresponds to 24 64 kbps-equivalents, and therefore to 24 “business 
lines.”   This requirement to consider the line equivalency of digital lines applies to all 
“business lines” that fall within the scope of Rule 51.5 and includes: 1) business switched 
access lines reported in the ARMIS 43-08 report; 2) UNE-P lines; and 3) UNE-L lines.
