1. INTERSTATE is a corporation organized and existing under and by
virtue of the laws of the State of Delaware and is authorized to do business in
lllinois and owns and operates with charter powers electric transmission lines
and distribution systems in lllinois and in so doing is a public utility within the
meaning of “An Act Concerning Public Utilities” approved June 29, 1921 as
amended, and is an electric supplier within the meaning of Section 3.5 of the
Electric Supplier Act (1.S.A)) 220 ILCS 30/3.5 approved July 2, 1965 as
amended.

2. JO-CARROLL is an lllinois not for profit corporation which owns,

controls, and operates plant, equipment, property, transmission lines, and



distribution systems for the sale and distribution of electric energy in the State of
lllinots and particularly in Jo-Daviess and Carroll Counties, lllinois, and has been
financed in whole or in part under the federal “Rural Electrification Act of 1936"
and the Acts amendatory thereof or supplementary thereto, and is an electric
supplier within the meaning of E.S.A. Section 3.5 approved July 2, 1965 as
amended.
