MOTION FOR LEAVE TO FILE PROPOSED AGREED ORDER AND FULLY

EXECUTED GRADE SEPARATION CONSTRUCTION

AND MAINTENANCE AGREEMENT

Petitioner, lllinois Department of Transportation ("IDOT") moves for entry of an
order authorizing the construction of two (2) grade separation structures carrying the
eastbound and westbound traffic lanes, respectively, of relocated Interstate Route 70
(FAP Route 998), an access road and other highway facilities over and across
property owned by Respondent, Norfolk Southern Railway Company ("Company") at
approximately railroad station 612+16.92, Mile Post AE 4.55 and railroad station
706+33.00 (the "Project Area"), near the Village of Fairmont City in St. Clair County,

lllinois.

In support of this Motion, IDOT states as follows:

1. On July 21, 2010, IDOT filed a petition ("Petition") in this matter requesting
approval for construction of two grade separation structures necessary for the
construction of a new Mississippi River Bridge to accommodate the relocated
Interstate Route 70 in accordance with the "Grade Separation Construction
and Maintenance Agreement" by and between the Department and the
Company ("Agreement") which was attached to the Petition as Exhibit 1.

2. Paragraph 6 of the Petition states that the parties acknowledged that the
version of the Agreement attached to the Petition was not executed by the
Department. The Company conditioned its consent to the order requested by
the Petition upon the Commission's receipt of the fully executed Agreement.

The Department executed the Agreement on July 28, 2010.



3. IDOT now seeks leave to file the fully executed Agreement ("Fully Executed
Agreement") and request entry of a proposed agreed order authorizing the
construction of two (2) grade separation structures carrying the eastbound and
westbound traffic lanes, respectively, of relocated Interstate Route 70 (FAP
Route 998), an access road and other highway facilities over and across
property owned by the Company at approximately railroad station 612+16.92,
Mile Post AE 4.55 (A&E Main) and railroad station 706+33.00 (Packers Spur),
near the Village of Fairmont City in St. Clair County, lllinois. ("Proposed
Agreed Order"). The Proposed Agreed Order is attached hereto as Exhibit A.
The Fully Executed Agreement is attached to the Proposed Agreed Order as
Exhibit 1.

WHEREFORE, IDOT requests entry of the Proposed Agreed Order.
