In support of 

its petition, the AlEC alleges and states as follows:

2. The AIEC is a statewide service organization that was incorporated in Illinois in 1942 

to foster, develop and encourage the program of rural electrification in the State of Illinois. 
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3. The corporate purposes of AIEC as stated in its Articles of Incorporation include “to 

further the general welfare, generally promote the interest, and aid in solving the problems of 

AIEC’s member-electric cooperatives.” 

4. Electric cooperatives in Illinois may serve customers in Illinois as alternative retail 

electric suppliers (“ARES”), pursuant to Sec. 17-300 of the Public Utilities act, and, as such, will 

be directly involved in the competitive marketplace. 

5. Electric cooperatives of Illinois may open their service areas to alternative retail 

electric suppliers pursuant to Sec. 17-200 of the Public Utilities Act, 220 ILCS 5/17-200, and 

must therefore develop residential delivery services rates. 

6. The electric cooperatives of Illinois will be directly and specifically affected by the 

outcome of this proceeding, and their collective interests in this proceeding cannot be adequately 

represented or protected by any other party hereto. Under such circumstances, the AlEC states 

that good cause exists to grant the AIBC leave to intervene in this proceeding. 

WHEREFFORE, the AIEC requests that the Illinois Commerce Commission grant this 

petition and AIEC be made a party in these proceedings for all purposes.
