All right. Let the record show no

response.

The only preliminary matter I have

today is the July 11 Petition to Intervene of the

Electronic Technicians Association International.

Any objections to that?

(No response.)

Hearing none, then it is granted.

Since we last -- I am sorry, did any

of you have any preliminary matters you would like to

raise?

(No response.)

All right. Moving on then, since we

last met I understand that there have been workshops

on June 28 and July 16, is that right?
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MR. SAGONE: That's correct.

JUDGE ALBERS: And have the parties had

sufficient opportunity then to identify and discuss

the issues enough so that one of you or perhaps Staff

even could propose a rule with supporting testimony?

MR. SAGONE: Well, Judge, this is John Sagone.

I think we have got a basic structure of the rule

that does appear to be in place. The parties agreed,

though, that they wanted to have another workshop.

We had kind of a revised rule sent out July 12. We

had the workshop on July 16, and the parties agreed

that they wanted to have another workshop on July 30.

JUDGE ALBERS: Oh, okay.

MR. SAGONE: And that's -- there is a

possibility that we may want to have another workshop

after that, but I suspect that that may be the last

workshop. I think we are getting down to sort of the

main issues that have been identified and, you know,

what the positions are going to be.

JUDGE ALBERS: Well, let me ask you this then.

Did you contemplate getting like an agreed-to rule or

are you just trying to narrow things down at this
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point?

MR. SAGONE: I think we are just trying to

narrow things down at this point.

JUDGE ALBERS: All right. So you still

anticipate some level of testimony and probably an

evidentiary hearing?

MR. SAGONE: Yes. And I haven't -- that hasn't

been discussed with the other parties, but my

suggestion would be to have another status probably

shortly after the workshop on July 30, assuming that

there is no further workshops after that. If the

parties do decide on the 30th, though, that they

would like to have maybe one more workshop, we could

always seek a continuance at that point. But at this

point I would suggest maybe that same week, maybe

later in that same week of July 30, perhaps we shoot

for a status. And assuming that there are going to

be no more workshops, we could possibly establish

some scheduling at that point.

JUDGE ALBERS: Okay. How about Thursday,

August 2?

MR. SAGONE: That would be fine with Staff. We
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can go off the record for a minute while you folks

check your calendars.

(Whereupon there was then had an

off-the-record discussion.)

JUDGE ALBERS: Go back on the record then.

It looks like everyone is agreeable or

is available for a Thursday, August 2, status hearing

at ten o'clock.

I do have one other question for the

parties. Is the rule that you are working with, does

that reflect any of the other areas of Commission

authority enumerated in Section 16-128A(b)? And I am

not saying it should or has to. I am just wondering

if that's something that the Commission is going to

have to take up later or is it going to be addressed

in this rule. I have no opinion whatsoever at this

point in time.

MR. SAGONE: Yeah, I would say it does, Your

Honor.

JUDGE ALBERS: Okay. Well, that's good.

All right. Anything else for the

record today?
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(No response.)

All right. Hearing not, if there is a

desire for a fourth workshop, I would just encourage

you all to do it fairly soon after the July 30

workshop. And if there is nothing further, then

thank you, everyone. We will continue this to August

2 at ten o'clock.

(Whereupon the hearing in this

matter was continued until

August 2, 2012, at 10:00 a.m. in

Springfield, Illinois.)
