You may print 
it off and complete it prior to the 
clinic time or it is also available at 
the clinic. 

Parents MUST bring a copy of 
their child's previous immuniza­
tion records. Illinois Department of 
Public Aid recipients MUST bring 
their medical cards with them. 
In order to comply with State 
regulations the fee is now $10 per 
vaccination. 

Anyone wishing to have their 
blood pressure checked may do 
so at this time. Donations for the 
taking of blood pressures will be 
accepted. 

Only persons 18 years of age 
and older will be able to sign for 
immunizations. Anyone under the 
age of 18 must be accompanied by 
an adult. If a child is accompanied 
by an adult (over the age of 18), a 
signed permission slip from the 
parent or guardian is needed. The 
only exception is when the parent 
is under 18 they may sign for their 
child.
