Revisions to its formula rate structure and protocols. (tariffs 
filed on August 19, 2013). 

 
RECOMMENDATION: Enter the attached Order clarifying the formula rate process. 
 
 
 On November 26, 2013, the Commission entered an Interim Order in these 
consolidated dockets concerning proposed revisions to the formula rate tariffs of 
Ameren Illinois Company d/b/a Ameren Illinois ("AIC").  The Interim Order did not 
address four recommendations made by Staff that all of the parties agreed warranted 
further consideration.  The four recommendations are the subject of this Order and are 
encapsulated in the following four questions: 
 

1. Should the issues raised by Staff be deferred for consideration in the 
ordered formula rate rulemaking? 

2. Should "formula rate structure” be defined to mean the approved tariff set 
forth in AIC’s tariffs as Rate 21 MAP-P, Tariff Sheet Nos. 16 – 16.013? 

3. Should the “formula rate template” be defined to mean the formula rate 
schedules (other than FR A-1 and FR A-1 REC), appendices, and related 
work papers? 

4. Should changes to only Schedules FR A-1 and FR A-1 REC require 
Commission approval through a Section 9-201 filing? 
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With regard to the first question, the attached Order concludes that it is no longer 
necessary or appropriate to wait for a rulemaking to consider proposals such as those 
made by Staff.  The attached Order answers the second and fourth questions in the 
affirmative.  As for the third question, the attached Order observes that "formula rate 
template" is not used in the statute and discourages its future use in formula rate update 
proceedings. 
 
 On July 30, 2014, the Commission heard oral argument in this matter.  No 
changes have been made to the Order since it was last before the Commission at the 
June 17, 2014 Regular Open Meeting. 
 
 Additionally, pursuant to Section 2-107 of the Act, the Commission must accept 
from Illinois residents comments on matters before the Commission through its web site 
and toll-free telephone number.  A report on the comments must be provided to the 
Commission before the relevant vote on each matter.  Accordingly, the Commission is 
advised that as of August 4, 2014, no comments or petitions have been received in this 
consolidated matter. 
 
 If the Commissioners have any questions, given the complex nature of this 
proceeding, it is requested that those questions be submitted in writing.  The 
Administrative Law Judges will respond as soon as possible.
